Resolution Opposing the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development's (HUD)
proposed rule on Mixed-Status Families and Ineligible Household Members.

WHEREAS, The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (herein called
“HUD”) has proposed new regulations to remove "mixed families" or their family members from
subsidized housing across the country, placing the burden of doing so on local housing
providers; and

WHEREAS, The Providence Housing Authority currently houses over 203 tenants,
which includes 82 children, that would be impacted by HUD’s proposed rule change, and
implementation of said rule would result in the displacement of families; and

WHEREAS, HUD’s decision to retroactively apply this rule is especially unjust to
current residents already receiving housing assistance provided by the Housing Authority as it
breaks the current agreement and credibility the Housing Authority has established with
residents; and

WHEREAS, This rule change would have a significant negative impact on current
families that have children that are legal citizens by forcing family members to either separate
from each other or lose their home; and

WHEREAS, Implementation of this rule could result in current Housing Authority
residents becoming homeless, putting additional strain on the Providence Police Department and
City of Providence resources that assist the homeless population.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That the Providence City Council is
opposed to HUD’s proposed rule change as it is unnecessarily cruel to current residents and their
families.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That, upon passage, copies of this resolution be sent to
the Providence Delegation to the United States Congress and General Assembly, Speaker of the
House Nicholas A. Mattiello and Senate President Dominick J. Ruggerio.

WHEREAS, World Refugee Day acknowledges the courage, strength, and determination
of women, men, and children forced to flee their homes because of persecution or conflict; and

WHEREAS, Refugees are the most vetted travelers to enter the United States and are
subject to extensive screening checks, including in-person interviews, biometric data checks, and
multiple interagency checks; and

WHEREAS, Refugees contribute to local economies in the United States, pay an average
of $21,000 more in taxes than they receive in benefits, revitalize cities and towns by offsetting
population decline, and boost economic growth throughout the United States by opening
businesses, paying taxes, and buying homes; and

WHEREAS, Several industries rely heavily on refugee workers to support economic ;
stability, and low rates of refugee arrival has impacted economic growth, especially in towns that :
rely on refugee populations to revitalize their industries; and

WHERFEAS, Refugee children are 5 times more likely not to be in school than non-
refugee children; and

WHEREAS, Refugee women and children are often at greater risk of violence, human
trafficking, exploitation, and gender-based violence.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That the Providence City Council does
hereby proclaim June 22, 2019 as “World Refugee Day” to commemorate people in hundreds of
cities and refugee camps around the world and to celebrate this day to honor and recognize the
experience of refugees.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the City of Providence commends The Refugee
Dream Center, a Rhode Island-based 501(c)(3) organization that provides direct services such as
English language education, case management services, youth education and mentoring, and
health programs; and their creation of opportunities to assist refugees in their journey towards
successful integration into American society.

Resolution Requesting that the Governor and General Assembly take all necessary steps
to enable Senate Bill 985 and accompanying House legislation in support of the 2019
Homestead Exemption for the City of Providence.

WHEREAS, The City Council leadership team introduced a tax levy proposal which
includes a homestead exemption that more equitably distributes the burden of the costs of
running our City across all of our residents; and

WHEREAS, Providence is one of a few cities in the state of Rhode Island without a
Homestead Exemption; and

WHEREAS, The proposed plan gives a 40% exemption for the first $350K assessed
value for homeowners, and then a 28% exemption on the assessed value after that; and

WHEREAS, The exemption provides much-needed relief for those individuals who are
on fixed incomes or are single parents and just trying to make ends meet.; the plan will mitigate
huge tax burden, and provide much-needed assistance to all residents in every neighborhood
across Providence; and

WHEREAS, The City of Providence is authorized to, by ordinance, annually fix the
amount, if any, of a homestead exemption with respect to assessed value from local taxation on
taxable owner-occupied real property used for residential purposes in the City of Providence; and

WHEREAS, The City of Providence is authorized to grant homestead exemptions to the
owner(s) of that residential real estate; and

WHEREAS, The homestead exemption in the City of Providence may be: (1) A flat
amount; (2) A uniform rate; or (3) A variable rate based on the assessed value of the real
property, implemented by exempting a set amount of assessed value at no greater than 50%, and
exempting assessed value in excess of said set amount at no less than 20%; and
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WHEREAS, If the homestead exemption is a uniform or variable rate as described by
subsections (b)(2) or (b)(3), the City may cap said exemption at a flat dollar amount; and

WHEREAS, If the homestead exemption is a flat amount or a variable rate as described
by subsections (b)(1) or (b)(3), the rate used for purposes of § 44-5-11.8(c) shall be the base
residential rate exclusive of any homestead exemptions; and

WHEREAS, The city council of the City of Providence may provide for a proration of
the homestead exemption in cases where title to the property passes from those not entitled to the
exemption to those who are entitled to claim the exemption, or in cases where title to the
property passes from those entitled to the exemption to those who are not entitled to claim the
exemption.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That the Providence City Council does
hereby support House Bill 2019 H-6232 and Senate Bill 2019 S-0985, for the 2019 Homestead
Exemption.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Providence City Council hereby requests that
the Governor and General Assembly take all necessary steps to enable legislation in support of
the 2019 Homestead Exemption for the City of Providence, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Providence City Clerk transmits forthwith a
copy of this Resolution to the Governor and to the leadership in the Rhode Island General
Assembly.
