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PART I

Intraodaction

During 1959 the construction of a substantial part of the Huntingtone
Niantic extension of the Roberts Expressway was comgleted and opened to
traffic. Also opened to traffic was the East Providence Expressway.

These two new facilitles are important segments of the freeway system
of Metropolitan I'rovidence, In addition, a substantial number of the
buildings have been removed from the right.of.way of the Nerth-South
Freeway, Stage 2 (Hayward Park to lublic Street), and the land has been
¢ondemned for the NortheSouth Freeway, Stage 3 (Hayward Park to Aborn
Street).

Included in reports made to the State of Rhode Island by two different
consulbing organizations were strong recommendaztions to expedite this
type of freeway construction. In both reports the recommendation was
made to complete the North.South Freeway from the Massachusetts-Rhode
Island line through Pawtucket and Providence in the next five years.

Both reports included many qthor major recommendations for new construction
both in ¥rovidence and throughout the State. Other major recommendations
in Providence includeds

a) A new Red Bridge and approaches

b) EHarris &vennue cxtension of the Roberts Expressway to Interstate

95 ot kershirg Square

¢) Hawitford fvenus extension of the Roberts Expressway to Johnston

d) Louisyuiiszet 2ike connection to Interstate 9%

e) Huntington.Niantic Expressway extension from Reservoir Avenue

to Interstate 95 and Elimood Avenues

From the relatively small mileage of expressway-type facilities that

are already in scrvice, it becomes quite apparent that several cause-and-

effect conditions develop as a result of the construction of thesec new

facilities which will require increased effort on the part of the Traffic



Engineering Department., Some examples of these causewand effect-conditions
ares

a) Rapid changes in basic travel patterns will require extensive
volﬁme and travel-time studies in order to keep informed as to the changes
that arc taking placc, and to.be able to integrate the planning of the
additionél facilities.

b) In some cascs the construction of a ncw major facility will
require the elimination of certain.important local strecets, The service
functions of such a perticular strect may or may not be adequately téken
care of by the new facility. If it is not adequately cared for, additional
local improvements will have to be plamned and constructed to serve the
locai étreet system.

¢) During the construction period of any of these major brojects,
thc maintenance of a safe and efficient traffic flow is essential. It
becomes the duty of the Traffic Engincering Department to provide labor
and material for some of the special operational manipulations that cannot
be forescen and thereby included in the coastruction contract.

d) The creation of thess ncw facilities requires the modification ’
of cxisting regulations on many local strects outside of the actual
construction arca. The department must plan for and execute the required
field work,

e) After the construction of the new facilities is finiéhed, each
facility must be maintained in thé best possible manner in order to protect

the capital investment, insure the best possible opcrating conlitions,

3. Sign, Signal, and Painting Maintenance

Traffic sign, signal, and pavement markings continue to be the major
function of the lMaintenance Uivision,

a. Traffic Signs

The duties of the sign maintenance crews include the installing
of new signs together with maintaining the existing signing. Hain-
taining of the existing signing includes periodic sign - post painting
and replacement of faded or illegible signs. In addition, the sign
crews are responsible for the installation and maintenance of parking
meter posts as well as the pedestrian posts and barriers. They also
assist in the problem of removal of snow from the municipal parking
lot,

Emergency trouble duty is one phase of the duties of the signal maine
tenance crews, A continued preventitive maintenance program including
cleaning the signal lenses and reflectors, painting the exposed equipment,
group replacement of bulbs, and periodic testing of the vehicle detectors.
In addition, the controllers are brought into the shop regularly for over-
haul thus reducing the possibility of costly breakdown, The signal maine
tenance crew is also responsible for limited new construction which includes
the setting of steel signal poles and precast ooncrete handholes, installing
and wiring the detectors and all associated equipmeﬁt.
¢. Frainting

The marking of the streets in Providence continues as a major function

Trouble calls are usually the

result of mechanism failures or, freeze-ups during the winter., These calls

are serviced immediately, and repairs are completed in the field, if possible,

The preventive maintenance program is designed to reduce these trouble calls

to a minimum by periodic cleaning and overhaul of each meter mechanism,
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During 1959 four metered spaces were lost due to changes in parking

regulations, seven spaces lost bccause of new driveways and the installation

of some plug-type fire hydrants,

The action taken following the aralysis of any particular area might
take the form of additionai traffic restrictions, added police enforcement
of existing regulations, redesign of an intersection, or traffic signal
control,

& comparison of the 1958 and 1959 totals of reported accidents shows
a decrease of 197 in all accldents; an increase of 108 in the number of
personal injury accidents; and a total of 16 fatalities during 1959 as

compared with 15 for the previous 12-month period,
