To whom it may concern:

The specific problems that asthmatics may suffer from polluted air vary
from individual to individual. However, it is clear that certain pollutants
aggravate a number of respiratory and cardiovascular illnesses.

Of particular note among the major air pollutants are: sulfur dioxide (S02),
which aggravates asthma, chronic bronchitis and emphysema; and ozone (03),
which aggravates respiratory illnesses and irritates the respiratory tract.

It should be noted that the Providence area, by exceeding the federal air
quality standard for ozone regularly in the past three years, now ranks
among the worst 10 areas for this pollutant nationwide.

This is an answer to your recent letter concerning air quality in the
city of Providence. I am enclosing a copy of this Divison's Air Quality
Data summary for 1985. Please note on Page 7 at the end of the dis-
cussion on Tota1 Suspended Particulars (TSP) that a conclusion is reached
that monitored levels of TSP indicate that conjested areas tend to have
higher concentrations. Also note the chart on Page 15 which indicates that
the monitor at 187 Westminster Street consistently shows TSP concentra-
tions higher than those found in East Providence and Woonsocket and sub-
stantially higher than the concentrations at the Alton Jones Campus in
West Greenwich.

I hope this is an adequate response to the question.

ISSUE: Whether a Providence Firefighter ehould be granted an

exemptian from the City's Residency Requirement due to his wife's medical

condition (asthma).

The City Charter, section 1210 atates that:

"All afficers of the city ae defined in 1207 above,
and ali employees of the city and af any and all
agencies and inatrumentaiities thereof, including all

• employeee of the aahoo~. department and the depart-
ment oi public safety, ahall be residents of the
city during such employment...Persons not residents

' of the aity may be appointed ar engaged for employ-
ment on the condition that within six (6) months of
such appointment or engagement they shall become
re~idants of the city. Residence shall be defined
~or purposes af this Bectian as being domiciled in
the City of Providence...Any officer or employee
of the city who, during employment, ceases to be
a resident shall farfeit his or her position in the
employ of the city. Upan certificatian by the mayor
that after diligent gearch no person with proper
qualificatians can be found to ~ill a particular

, pasiti,on among residents of the city, the city
~our~cil m~y exempt a nonresident employee ~rom
tY~e ~,rc~visions of thie eection. "

In

any event, and in spite of her medi.cal corcditian, he made the decision

. and he applied ~or the position of firefighter with the City of

Providence.

Section 1210 does provide for an exemption to the residency

requirement, but it states that "upon certifa.cation by the Mayor that

sfter c(iiigent search no person with proper qualifications can be found

to ~iI.I ~ perticular paeition among residenta of the city, the city
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council may exempt a nonresident employee fram the provisions of this

aection." The Meyor with the City Council'e appraval has granted

exemptions to aeveral individuals but unlike a firefighter, those

positions were unique - the Purchasing Director, the Speaial Assistant to

. the Mayor, the Adminietrative Aseistant to the Mayor and the Public Works

17irector. A diligent eearch was made and no one qualified for those

positions who lived in the City of Providence. Thus, an exemption was

granted.

A fir~eiighter~'e pa~ition an the ather hand, ia not unique, nor does

one have to look outside the City Iimits to recruit and hire. Hundreds

of peaple apply for fewer than 50 positions at any one time. Thus, there

is no need for the City Council to grant such an exemptian in the

instance of a firefighter. Mr. Kreizinger knew oi the residency

requirement when he applied for the position and signed a doaument

" attesting that he would abide by said requirement and move to Providence

within sixth (6> months of being hired. He also knew of hie wife's

medical condition.

Courte have held the reeidency requirement valid and aonstitutional

aa a condition of employment. Mr. Krei2inger's firefighter's position

doee not warrant an exception by the City Council. Mr. Kreizinger then,

as sectian 1210 states, must either move to Providence or forfeit his

position in the employ of the City.
