Bowman is pleased to submit this contract amendment for the Woonasquatucket River Greenway (WRG)
project. The scope of work cutlined below includes activities that were not part of the original scope of
work.

As you are aware, several factars have contributed to the construction of this project being delayed over
what was anticipated when the scope was ariginally developed for Post-Design Services. There have been
several additional tasks that have developed as construction progresses, including the additional time
required o reach substantial completion. In addition, due to the complexity of the project it has become
apparent that a full-time presence on site be required, in lieu of the part time inspection anticipated in the
original scope. Those items are detailed below.

The work included in this request is for the time period through September 2025. The current project
schedule shows roadway work anticipated to be completed in July 2025 and landscaping being installed in
September 2025 due to planting restrictions. The project team will make every effort to provide efficiency
throughout the construction process,

Task 1 Project Administration

+ The original schedule included in the Request for Proposals for the PS&E and Post-Design service
contract for WRG {RFP #35386) had construction completing in June 2023 and it was assumed the
project administration would continue through March 2024. With the delays related to the PS&E
and Advertising Submissions, the contract was extended until June 2025, which was included as
part of our first contract amendment dated June 2, 2023,

Since this change order is through September 2025, an extension of 3 months of project
administration time is requested.

Task 2 Project Schedule Revisions

» As the project is under construction, there are no changes to this task as part of this contract
amendment.

Task 3 PS&E Design Services

* As the project is under construction, there are no changes to this task as part of this contract
amendment,

Task 4 Advertising Services

* As the project is under construction, there are no changes to this task as part of this contract
amendment,

Task 5 Post-Design Services

¢ As part of the construction process thus far, additional tasks were completed beyond what would
be considered typical coordination, including the following:

o Coordination with the Sims Avenue Pedestrian Bridge project was required and will be
ongoing throughout the remainder of the WRG construction. The Sims Avenue Pedestrian
Bridge project was originally supposed to be constructed before WRG construction began,
however it was delayed and then experienced additional unforeseen delays. Bowman has
participated in meetings, both in-person and virtual, to discuss coordination of the project
schedule, work zone limits, and scope of work. Bowman has reviewed Maintenance and
Protection of Traffic plans related to the project, which now will potentially change. As
construction for the Sims Avenue Pedestrian Bridge has yet to start and updated plans and
schedule have not yet been provided, it is anticipated that additional coordination will be
required.

¢ During design, there was coordination with all major property owners, however, some
tenants have unique needs which we were not made aware, or the tenants have changed
since the design was completed.

o Coordination with the Building Futures Rhode island staff has been ongoing in
order to ensure that their garbage and delivery trucks have access to their building.
Three field meetings took place to discuss the issues and determine potential
solutions. Plan revisions have been provided to modify the design to improve
access.

o Plan revisions were required at the Steel Yard driveway in order to provide easier
access for trucks entering the site.

Plan revisions were required in the vicinity of the green infrastructure installed by the
Woonasquatucket River Watershed Council at the corner of Kinsley Avenue and Acorn
Street. Curb cut changes that had been incorporated in the final advertising submission
had to be removed as a revised plan once the contract was awarded.

Coordination with the Providence Redevelopment Agency {PRA)} regarding the ALCO
easement has been necessary in order to finalize the easement. Muodifications to the
easement exhibit have been required.

Providence Water and Rhode Island Energy (RIE) are planning work within the project limits.
Providence Water will be repairing a water valve leak at Eagle Square and RIE is planning
1o install a gas line on Kinsley Avenue over the winter. Coordination will be required with
both utility companies to ensure that their work does not conflict with WRG construction.
The paving of Eagle Street and Kinsley Avenue must be delayed in order to allow the
Providence Water and RIE work to take place. This work was not noted hy the utility
companies during our design phase utility coordination,

Due to the delay in the project construction, the project will extend through a winter
shutdown period. Additional coordination will be required in order to ensure that the
project meets Department of Public Works' requirements before winter shutdown.
Bowman will be maintaining a list of items to be completed as well as preparing any
necessary plan sheets. In addition, coordination with Manafort Brothers may be required
throughout the winter shutdown

With the extension of the substantial completion date, additional construction tasks will be
required, including construction observations, construction schedule reviews, meeting
minute preparation and review, invoice and payment reviews, RFl responses, and contractor
change order reviews. In addition, construction monitoring activities have needed to be
much more intense than the part time inspection scoped in the original post-design
amendment,

The overall effort for construction services has been far greater than anticipated in the
original scope. Originally, part-time inspection services were budgeted for, but it has
become apparent that full time services are necessary to support a project of this level of
complexity. Right Turn Solutions has assigned a Resident Engineer to work exclusively on
this project and address issues on a full-time basis.

The purpose of this memorandum is to clarify scope of work for additional services
related to unforeseen conditions during Woonasquatucket Greenway construction.

Post Design Services Contract Scope of Work

The following tasks are included in the HW contract scope of work for Post Design
Services (HW Task 6) and 2023 Additicnal Design (HW Task 7). The not-to-exceed
coniract fee estimates are based on our estimate of staff effort biled time & materials
basis at HW Standard Rates, assuming budgets of $40,020 (Task é) and $18,850 (Task 7}
for a total of $58,870. HW's combined Task 6 and 7 effort is approximately $79,000 as of
October 26, 2024.

Attendance at meetings is not specifically included in HW’s Task 6 scope and fee
estimate, however participation in ongoing virtual construction coordination
meetings has been billed to this task. Meeting attendance was part of the
Project Administration Task 1 which was closed out upon completion of design.
The construction schedule extending past the original assumptions has
confributed to additional meetings and coordination effort.

A contract amendment dated January 15, 2025 in the amount of $60,000 is proposed
to provide sufficient funds to address past unanficipated effort and confinue post
design services effort through completion of the project. Approximately $25,000 of the
$60,000 has been completed and fthe rest is fo cover the remainder of the scope.

We assume that if additional budget is necessary it can be reevaluated at that time
and another contract amendment issued. HW will make every effort to provide
efficiency,. including batching field visit reviews and providing virfuad review and
assistance wherever possible. If additional unforeseen waork arises an additional
contract amendment may be required,

Bowmah requested a change order for the assessment of post-excavation soil per the Rhode
lsland Department of Environmental Management (RIDEM) regulations. On April 26%, 2024,
Apex and Ms. Rachel Simpson from RIDEM discuss the post-excavation sampling requirements
for this project. Since the majority of the site soils will be covered by an engineered cap per the
approved Remedial Action Work Plan (RAWP), scils that are “capped” do not require post-
excavation sampling. However, soils that will not be “capped”, or if soll is excavated to remediate

BACKGROUND

Apex understands that a Mast Arm will be installed in the area of the Bath Street bridge as part
of the Woonasquatucket River Greenway (WRG) Improvement Project. In order to better
understand the subsurface conditions, an evaluation of the geotechnical sultability of the Site soil
is required to proceed. The Standard Penetration Test (SPT) will be ufilized to produce the "N*
value (blow count), as requested by the geotechnical engineer, as well as a geotechnical test for
the soil.

BACKGROUND

As discussed on February 15, 2024, Bowmari requested a change order to pre-characterize the
soft for disposal at the Rhode island Resource Recovery Corporation (RIRRC) Landfill. Per
RIRRC Alternative Cover Material Acceptance Policy, one soil sample Is required for every 1,000
tons of soil {approx. 650 cyds).

On February 28, 2024, Apex, Bowman and Manafort Brothers, Inc. (Manaforf) conducted an on-
site meeting to discuss the soil excavation and management plan. Manafort estimated a total of
approximate 9,200 oyds (13,800 tons) of impacted soil will need to be potentially disposed off-site
to complete the project (this volume is based on the estimated volumes in the Request for Bid
package). Based on the discussions at this meeting and Manafort's excavation plan, soil samples
to characterize the soll for disposal will be collected in stages as the project progresses. Initial
soil characterization will be in the area of Pocket Park (comer of Kinsley Avenue and Eagle
StreeB, then confinue down Kinsley Avenue. The plan is to collect disposal characterizafion
samples in approximately 1,000 cyd intervals as the pavement is siripped and the soll is eéxposed.
Based on this plan, a total of 14 soil samples will be collected at various intervals of the project to
characterize the soil for disposal.

The following Scope of Services was developed to properly characterize the soil and to prepare
the required soll disposal package for RIRRC. it is Apex's understanding that Manafort will
provide and operate a mini-excavator (or equivalent) to collect the soil samples. Apex
recommends advancing 6 to 8 test pits/ grab samples per composite sample to properly profile
the soil (e.9.

The curb extension on the northwest carner of the
Kinsley Avenue/Acom Street intersection was revised to provide access, impacting the
green infrastructure in the extension. Plan and OPCC revisions were required.

o As part of the PS&E approval, RIDOT required an updated OPCC to obtain the funding
letter. RIDOT specified items that the federal funding would pay for and required that items
were paid for under a single funding source in order to simplify the invoices and for DBE
tracking. In addition, RIDEM required that construction items matched what was applied
for under their Climate Restlience Fund grant. This requirad a re-balancing of the estimate
to ensure that alf iterns were accounted for under the appropriate funding sources,

o The Weighted Average Unit Prices from the RIDOT PMP were not available for the majority
of 2022 due to RIDOT switching to a new procurement prograin (Ocean State Procures
{OSP)). Bid tabs from recent RIDOT and City projects were obtained and comparad to
estimate the prices in the GPCC. Once the OSP WAUP was released, the prices used in the
OPCC were conflrimed. :

o Value engineering was performed and bid aiternatives considered for the project due to
the increase in constructon costs.

o Coordination was undertaken with RIDOT and the City to update the contract book with
respect to DBE/MBE/WEE requirements. Once the DBE requitements were determined,
changes were made ta the Providence standard contract book.

o RIDOT determined that some recently replaced (by othets) curb ramps in the project area
were not ADA compllant.  The curb ramp on the southeast comner of the Kinsley
Avenue/Acorn Streef intersection was added to the project in order to bring it up to
compliance with ADA. Plap and OPCC revisions were required,

o Preparation of 3 rough design fee estimate and construction cost change for the re-design
of Kinsley Avenue to provide two-way access, This task involved two meetings with the
City and Capco Steel to discuss access and the project changes. AutoTURN was used to
determing truck access routes and cireulation graphics were prepared,
