Resolution Opposing Reductions in NIH Grant Indirect Cost Rates.

WHEREAS, The City of Providence recognizes the centrality of federally funded
research to innovative medicine and economic growth within our city, in the nation, and in the
world; and

WHEREAS, The National Institutes of Health (NIH) funds essential research at
universities, medical centers, and research institutions, including Brown University, the
hospitals comprising the Brown University Health and Care New England health systems,
and EpiVax, Inc., yielding vital advances in public health, clinical trials, biotechnology; and

WHEREAS, The federal government’s plan to reduce indirect cost rates for all NIH
grants to a universal 15% rate will severely compromise the ability of these institutions to
maintain and advance critical research; and

WHEREAS, Indirect cost rate payments are necessary to the research infrastructure,
laboratories, research computing, regulatory compliance, and skilled personnel that assure
project safety and efficiency; and

WHEREAS, Brown University, as a major rescarch institution in Rhode Island,
received over $254 million in federal research funding in fiscal year 2024 and relies on
indirect cost recovery to sustain its research programs, maintain essential personnel, and
contribute to scientific progress; and

WHEREAS, Brown University Health, Care New England, and EpiVax, Inc. are all
recipients of NIH funding, with crucial medical and public health research at Rhode Island
Hospital supported by millions in NIH grants; and

WHEREAS, A reduction in indirect cost rates would force reductions and
discontinuations of ongoing research and trials at these institutions to the detriment of
scientific advancement, the subversion of national security, the competitiveness of the
American pharmaceutical and biotechnological industries, and at the cost of human lives; and
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WHEREAS, The resultant budget shortfalls could lead to the unemployment of
hundreds at Brown University and other institutions in Providence, affecting research
coordinators, lab managers, animal care staff, custodial and security personnel, electricians,
food service workers, clinical coordinators, research nuises, and others, with additional
negative effects on suppliers and the local economy; and

WHEREAS, Potential pauses or losses of federal funding as proposed would disrupt
the careers of research scientists, postdoctoral associates, and graduate students and threaten
the continuity of research programs and leadership development; and

NOW, THEREFORE, IT BE RESOLVED, That the City of Providence strongly
opposes the federal government’s plan to reduce indirect cost rates for NIH grants and
urges federal policymakers to rescind this directive and maintain appropriate indirect cost
recovery rates reflective of the true costs of conducting high-tmpact research; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the City of Providence supports efforts led
by the Rhode Island Attorney General and other state attorneys general to challenge this
policy and prevent its detrimental impacts on research institutions and the public interest;
and

WHEREAS, Rhode Island Department of Education (RIDE) has reported a 30% increase
in Multilingual Learner (MLL) enroliment over the past five years; and

WHEREAS, RIDE’s ‘Rhode Island’s Strategic Plan for Multilingual Learner Success’
calls for the research and expansion of high-quality dual language and bilingual education
programs for multilingual learners; and

WHERFEAS, The 2024 Factbook released by Rhode Island KIDS COUNT showed that in
October 2023, 2% (227) of RI public school teachers and instructional coordinators held an active
Bilingual, Dual Language, or English to Speakers of Other Languages certification; and

WHEREAS, RIDE’s Three-Year Analysis on Rhode Island Educator Emergency
Certificates found that language educator certificates (English to Speakers of Other Languages
(ESOL), Bilingual and Dual Language (BDL), World Languages (WL) Teachers) are the largest
group of emergency certificates (236) making them account for 29% of the certificates issued;
and
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WHEREAS, Rhode Island General Laws § 42-5.1-1(1) affirms that proficiency in a
second or multiple languages can be a major tool for economic growth for our state and help
overcome this country's disadvantage in the world economy as we move into the twenty-first
century; and

WHEREAS, Rhode Island General Laws § 16-22-37 mandates that RIDE, in
consultation with local school districts that have a dual language program, create a model
policy and timeline to assist district leaders in developing and implementing such programs;
and

WHERFEAS, Investments in dual language immersion (DLI) programs, focused on
program development, teacher professional development, and retention, will promote
educational equity and efficiency for Rhode Island students; and

WHERFEAS, Education research demonstrates that dual language and bilingual
education programs can close the achievement gap and accelerate academic progress; and

WHEREAS, The expansion of funding for dual language and bilingual programs is
essential for advancing academic outcomes for multilingual learners and for achieving the
state’s goal for grade-level reading by third grade and other academic achievements; and

WHEREAS, Senate Bill 0457 appropriates $300,000 towards a dual language program
fund within the Department of Elementary and Secondary Education, providing grants to local
school districts to support their own dual language programs; and

WHERFEAS, House Bill 5744 creates a strategy to increase the number of bilingual,
dual language, and world language teacher certifications, and establishes a scholarship fund to
increase the number of bilingual, dual language, and world language teachers in urban core and
urban ring public schools; and

WHEREAS, Both 50457 and H5744 would be extremely beneficial for the students and
families of the Providence Public School District, as they will help the district design, launch,
and implement programs that reflect the language and cultures of the City’s diverse
communities; and ,

WHEREAS, The Providence City Council strongly supports the creation of a $300,000
fund within RIDE for dual language programs, alongside a $1 million scholarship initiative to
increase the number of bilingual, dual language, and world language teachers in urban and urban
ring public schools.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, The Providence City Council hereby
supports the passage of H5744 and S0457 and strongly urges the Rhode Island General Assembly
and the Governor of Rhode Island to enact this lifesaving legislation; and

WHEREAS, Rhode Island Energy has imposed significant rate hikes, placing an
unbearable financial strain on Providence residents and communities across the state,
disproportionately impacting working families, seniors, and low-income households; and

food, and medical expenses; and

WHEREAS, Rhode Islanders face scarce options in reducing the rates and charges

WHEREAS, The largest supplier of electricity and natural gas service to the households
of the state, Rhode Island Energy, has unsatisfactorily explained exorbitant increases in the
rates and charges billed to its customers since its purchase of the energy franchises three years
ago; and

WHEREAS, Profit rendered at the expense of the safety of the most vulnerable 1s
unconscionable; and

WHEREAS, Forbearances for the ill, the elderly, and those in arrears may reduce
terminations and save lives; and

WHEREAS, The provision for some marked reduction in total billing against the
poorest households may prove equally beneficent; and

WHEREAS, The rates that energy distributors charge customers should be subjected
to greater perscrutation and justification; and

WHEREAS, Clear measures should be taken to moderate the growth of largely
unjustified energy cost increases, particularly those associated with electricity service, on an
annual basis; and

WHEREAS, The Providence City Council wishes to convey its gratitude for the
introduction of bills concerned with the above in the General Assembly.
