I submit herewith for your information and
consideration the Annual Report of the Providence Police
Department for the calendar year 1965, The report
includes charts, graphs and tables showing the varied
services and investigations performed last year and
comparative data for previous years which provide a
perpetual reference for our department and other agencies,

Crime and arrest rates and statistical comparisons
are based primarily upon the number of "Part I Offenses"
reported to police during the past year, These crimes,
because they are offenses which are most likely to be
reported each time they occur, are therefor thought to
represent a reasonably accurate index of the amount of
crime and the crime trends in this community and the
nation,

According to F,B.I. Uniform Crime Reports, the
crime rate for cities in our population class increased
6% last year over the 196l total, I am very pleased,
however, to report that Providence reversed this trend
and the similar rise indicated for the Northeastern
States Region by achieving a .2% decrease in its crime
rate,

Also significant is the fact that Providence
attained a clearance rate of 32,8% for serious crimes,
while nationally the clearance rate for Part I Offenses
was 23.9%. A similarly favorable comparison is reflected
in data relating tn the amount of stolen property recover-
ed by the police, Providence's rate of recovery of
reported stolen property was 67.4% against the national
average of 52.%.



Analysis of arrests for Part I Crimes
involving all age groups shows a 2,7% increase,
Unfortunately, persons under the age of 18 years again
last year made their impact on crime in this city with
5, .59% of the total arrests for Part I Offenses being
juveniles, In a closer look at the total number of
arrests for all age groups, it is only slightly comforting
to recognize that these young people were more active in
crimes against property (61.78%) than in the more vicious
crimes against persons category (murder, rape, robbery,
aggravated assault) wherein 25% of all such arrests were
Juveniles,

_ In addition to being able to report a decline in
erime and an increase in arrests for last year, it is also
gratifying to note the sharp reduction in the number of
traffic fatalities and personal injury accidents occurring
on the streets of Providence in the past twelve months,
Traffic deaths decreased from 22 in 1964 to 1l in 1965 and
fewer persons were injured, In a large measure this
improved picture is the result of concentrated traffic law
enforcement by all uniformed personnel, -

This favorable annual report depicting the sueccess
of the Police Department in its efforts to repress crime
and reduce traffic accidents in the City of Providence is
due to the efficiency and dedication of our members and
employees working under your able leadership and guidance,
The commendable performance of this department in 1965
would certainly not have been possible without the whole-
hearted support and cooperation of the city administration
and the law-abiding citizens we serve,

In the year ahead we shall continue to strive
constantly for more improvement and greater efficiency in
every phase of police service,
